Rapid Gender Analysis is a core part of what CARE and others are doing to make sure humanitarian responders and decision-makers have gender information available throughout a crisis.  The revised IASC Gender Handbook recommends Rapid Gender Analysis as approach to gender analysis in emergencies.  





Designed with Gender Advisors from both development and humanitarian work in mind, the course develops practical skills in every stage of gender analysis within a humanitarian environment. At the end of this couse, participants will be able to lead a rapid gender analysis from designing an adapted methodology, secondary data review, assessment tools, analysis of quantitive and qualitative data, making targeted succinct recommendations, and communicating with a range of stakeholders.  





Previous participants have consistently identified a strong positive impact on their work from taking part in the Rapid Gender Analysis virtual training. The course is highly participatory (with a range of on-line learning methods) and draws strongly on participants’ own experiences.
