The Individual or organisation will be nominated to receive Certificates of Appreciation and Disability Pasifika Award.

B.
CRITERIA FOR AWARDS

(i)
Certificate of Appreciation
A Certificate of Appreciation will be presented to an organisation or individual who has made significant contribution to the well being, human rights and advancement of persons with disabilities in any Pacific Island country or territory. 
Nominations for Certificates of Appreciation are submitted by members of the Pacific Disability Forum to the Chief Executive Officer and approved by the Board.
(ii)   Disability Pasifika Award
the Disability Pasifika Award is the highest award and will be presented to a person with disability from a Pacific Island country or territory by the Co-Chairpersons at the General Forum of the Pacific Disability Forum. 
Individuals with disabilities (including those who work for the Pacific Disability Forum) may be honoured for their outstanding contribution that has made a difference in the delivery of services to and awareness, protection and recognition of the human rights of persons with disabilities in Pacific Island countries and territories.
Committee comprising of the Co-Chairpersons, CEO and two representatives nominated from the General Forum shall meet to consider nominations for the Disability Pasifika Award.  This Committee will serve a term of two years to expire at the next General Forum.
