The Pacific Community through its Social Development Programme is conducting the mid-term review of the Pacific Youth Development Framework (PYDF) 2014 – 2023. The review provides an opportunity for the Pacific to assess how we are doing as a region in line with the direction of the PYDF since it was launched in 2015. The review addresses three main objectives:
i. A Stocktake of what is being implemented to pursue the four outcomes of the framework.
ii. A map of what is being implemented with the corresponding outcome and discussion of progress made.
iii. Relevance of the framework to national effort.

Due to the limited time and resources available for data collection, a questionnaire is used to obtain information needed for the review. The main purpose of the questionnaire is to gather your view as youth representatives using a service or receiving assistance from government, development partners and other stakeholders. In particular, the review wants to find out whether the service/assistance was helpful to you as a youth and how such service/assistance can be improved.

The questionnaire is brief in content in consideration of your other obligations. Its importance however, cannot be overemphasized. The Pacific Community is counting on your valuable insights in determining better options that we need to take to improve our joint effort to lever the development of youth in the region.
